Arrival to Slovenia

We have prepared a short guide to help
you before your arrival in Slovenia and later
with your integration into the Slovenian
environment, studies and work. The
procedures for obtaining a temporary
residence permit that you will have to go
through will depend on your personal
circumstances and expectations. In general,
your country of origin will determine the
procedures to a great extent, but you will
have to make some decisions. You can find
more information on our website.
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Accommodation

Find a place where you will be happy. The Uni-
versity of Ljubljana, unfortunately, does not
provide student accommodation, but there
is still a variety of accommodations available
across the city. A very limited number of beds
in student dormitories are available, but only
for exchange students and for the recipients
of ministry scholarships. The friendly staff at
the Student Counsel Institute can assist you
with rental accommodation solutions and
generalaccommodation queries. To help you
make the right choice, check our website to
research your option and find appropriate ac-
commodation.

Medical Insurance
& Student Health Services

Before coming to Slovenia make sure you
have appropriate health insurance coverage
(including for accidents and liability) and
enough supply of any prescription medica-
tions that you need. If you have medical is-
sues, you should contact the Student Health
Centre of the University of Ljubljana, which
has a team of qualified professionals provid-
ing healthcare to University of Ljubljana stu-
dents.

Local Transportation

It is very easy to get around the city on foot,
and there is a good public transport system

Student Work Opportunities

During your studying in Slovenia and with
student status you may work via student job
centres or, rather, a job referral note.

Banking in Slovenia

Opening a bank account is possible at almost
any bankin the Republic of Slovenia. Itis safer
to deposit your money in an account — carry-
ing large amounts of cash is not recommend-
ed. Using a card is the most common way to
pay in Slovenia. Most shops, hotels and res-
taurants accept Eurocard, VISA, MasterCard,
Diners Club, American Express and other pay-
ment cards.

Tax Identification Number

You will need a tax identification number to
open a bank account (to work via a student
job centre, receive a scholarship from a Slo-
venian institution, etc.).

Mobile Phones

There are four main phone carriers in Slove-
nia: Hofer HoT, Telekom, A1, Telemach, and
T-2. Each carrier offers a wide variety of cell
phones, and you can choose from different
pre-pay plans. Please visit a local store or their
website for more information.

Keeping Safe

Slovenia is considered to be a relatively safe

covering the city and all the main suburbs.
The most effective means of public trans-
port in Ljubljana is the city bus. The fare is
paid by the URBANA card. You can further
apply for subsidized transport.

Ljubljana also has established a bicycle sys-
tem called “Bicikelj”, which operates 24 /7 and
offers more than 60 stations, from 300 to 500
meters apart, easily accessible, and ideal for
overcoming short distances.

Student Meals System
Students can use a system of subsidized stu-

destination. According to data from the Glob-
al Peace Index, Slovenia is ranked among the
10 safest countries in the world. However, it is
important that you take precautions in keep-
ing yourself and your possessions safe.

Study Process

and Other Information

Academic Calendar

In Slovenia, the academic year starts on 1 Oc-
tober and ends on 30 September. Every year,
the academic calendar specifies the duration
of organized study activities, examination pe-
riods, school holidays, public holidays, and
the university week. The academic calendar
may differ from one academy / faculty to an-
other.

Student Identity Card

The Student Identity Card is your proof of
student status and allows you to exercise your
rights and obtain other benefits derived from
student status (subsidized student meals, dis-
counts on entrance fees to museums and oth-
er visits, etc.). You will receive your Student
Identity Card at the relevant University mem-
ber (academy or faculty).

Tuition Fee

You will have to pay a tuition fee if you are
from a non-EU country with which Slove-
nia does not have a bilateral agreement on
waiving fees, if you have already acquired an
equivalent degree of education, if you study
at the PhD level, or in the event of part-time
study. Regardless of this, all students need to
pay an enrolment fee, administrative fees and
compulsory health insurance.

Co-Funding for
Doctoral Studies

If you are a PhD student, you can apply for
subsidisation of your tuition fee. The subsi-
dy amount depends on the number of en-
rolled students who meet the requirements
for co-funding. For more information, please
contact the individual University of Ljubljana
member (academy or faculty) at which you
will be enrolled. Upon enrolment, PhD stu-
dents must sign a statement confirming that
they wish to receive co-funding and that
they meet the requirements. Students are
informed of the amount of co-funding by
their faculties after enrolment in a doctoral
programme, usually in December. There are
no scholarships for doctoral students (only
co-funding).

Scholarship Opportunities

The Public Scholarship, Development, Disa-
bility and Maintenance Fund of the Republic
of Slovenia sponsors various scholarship pro-
grammes. It awards the Zois scholarship, col-
lects and publishes a list of corporate schol-
arships, and invites students to apply for
scholarships promoting mobility in Slovenia
and other scholarships for studying abroad.

Study Regulations
The internal legal document Study Requla-

tions establishes uniform standards for stud-
ying at the University of Ljubljana. It con-
tains all necessary information related to the
teaching process and includes guidelines on
course completion assessment, improving
grades, as well as on the recognition of cred-
its earned at other institutions, evaluations,
and final examinations.

Learning Slovenian Language

As the study is mostly conducted in Slove-
nian, you can attend various Slovenian lan-

guage courses for easier integration into the
Slovenian environment and more successful
study, as well as the possibility of joining the
activity called YEAR PLUS.

15
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YEAR PLUS is designed to help international
students in their first year of study in Slove-
nia integrate more easily into academic and
everyday student life, and adapt to the Slo-
venian system and culture. It enables you to
learn Slovene free of charge (within the com-
pulsory course Slovene as a foreign language
— lectorat 1in the 1st semester, and Slovene
as a foreign language - lectorat 2 in the 2nd
semester) while simultaneously fulfilling your
degree program’s study obligations. You can
apply for the Year Plus module 24 hours af-
ter completing the application process at the
chosen academy / faculty.

IT Services

You are issued a ID Student number and Dig-
ital Identity (UL-ID) once you become a Uni-
versity of Ljubljana student. As a student of
the University of Ljubljana you get multi-
ple benefits, as you receive licences for pro-
grammes you will need during your study
(this includes Office365, Adobe, unlimited
Drive storage, etc.).

Internet Access

To connect to the Eduroam Wi-Fi, install
Eduroam CAT installer on your preffered de-
vice, supply your student username and pass-
word and click Connect. You can find CAT in-
staller for Windows, MacOS and Linux here.
Android users can get two different apps
from PlayStore - eduroam CAT (for Android
version less than 11) or getEduroam (for An-
droid version 11 or higher) .iOS users can get

app getEduroam from App Store.

Downtown Ljubljana is covered by access
points to the WiFreeljubljana wireless broad-
band network, providing 60 minutes of free
internet access per day with a modern port-
able communication device.

Access To The Libraries

As our student you will have complete access
to the library system and its resources. There
are 47 libraries at the faculties and academies
of the University of Ljubljana. The Universi-
ty library system incorporates Central Tech-
nological Library and the National and Uni-
versity Library. Electronic journals, books and
databases are remotely available through the
Digital Library of the University of Ljubljana.
Theses, dissertations and the University re-
searchers’ publications are openly accessible
through the Repository of the University of

Ljubljana.
