Mladi raziskovalec oz. mlada raziskovalka bo sodeloval/a pri projektu Zenske in meje, katerega cilj je
raziskati javno delovanje izobrazenih in javno aktivnih Zensk v ve€narodnostem okolju na prelomu
stoletja in po prvi svetovni vojni, njihova Custvena razmerja, predvsem znanstva in prijateljstva.
Njegove 0z. njene obveznosti bodo naslednje: pridobivanje dokumentarnega gradiva (predvsem
avtobiografskih virov) v arhivih Slovenije in v sosednjih drzavah, predvsem v ltaliji, in sicer v Trstu in
Gorici; sistematizacija zbranega gradiva, ki bo na razpolago vsem ¢&lanom raziskovalne skupine;
priprava seminarjev in sodelovanje na znanstvenih dogodkih, ki bodo SirSi javnosti predstavili
rezultate raziskovalne skupine, osvojitev metodologije za preuCevanje socialnih omrezij in
racunalniSskega programa Pajek.

Specifiéno bo kandidat/ka raziskal/a Zensko prisotnost in delovanje v 19. in 20. stoletju na Goriskem
in TrzaSkem s posebnim ozirom na Zzensko prestopanje nacionalnih mej, nacine vstopanja v socialna
omreZja in nasploh Zensko prisotnost v obmejnih in multikulturnih prostorih, itd.

Z izsledki svoje raziskave, Se posebej pa s sistematiénim delom na arhivskih in drugih virih, bo
kandidat’ka moral/a dejavno pripomodci pri oblikovanju nove sinteze na podro&ju zgodovine Zensk ter
politi€ne, socialne in kulturne zgodovine na sploh, prav tako pa tudi prispevati k uveljavitvi novih
zgodovinopisnih metodologij, kar je osredniji cilj raziskovalnega programa, v katerega bo vkljuen/a.

Assistant researcher (F/M) will cooperate at the research project Women and Borders which goal is to
study public activities of educated and publicly active women in multiethnic areas at the turn of the 19.
century and after the First World War, their emotional relationship before all in social contacts and
friendships. Her or his obligations will be as follows: gathering of documentary sources (mainly
autobiographical sources) in Archives in Slovenia and neighboring countries, most of all in Italy,
especially in Trst/Trieste and Gorica/Gorizia; systematization of gathered material which will be on
disposal to all members of research group; preparation of seminars and participation on
historiographical experts meetings; comprehension and use of the methodology used for researching
social networks and computer program PAJEK. Specific focus of candidate will be on women
presence and activities in 19. and 20. Century in GoriSka and Trieste region with special emphasize
on question how women crossed national borders, their ways of entering in the social networks and
women presence in border and multicultural areas in general.

With the outcomes of the research and with especially systematic work on archive and other sources
will the candidate contribute to creating a new synthesis on the field of women's history and political,
social and cultural history in general. At the same time it will also participate in framing of new
historical methods which is a primary goal of a research program in which he/she will participate.
